One of the Seven
Wonders of the Ancient World, the Temple of Artemis,
is located here.

Day 6 - Friday 2nd July

Santorini, Greece. With dramatic views of white
houses clinging perilously to the side of the caldera
and stunning beaches of white and red sand or black
pebbles, it's no wonder Santorini may be the most
photographed scenery in the world.

Day 7 - Saturday 3rd July - Day at sea.

Day 8 - Sunday 4th July
Valletta, Malta. The Valletta peninsula, which is fed
by the two natural harbours of Marsamxett and the
Grand Harbour, is Malta's major port.

La Goulette, Tunisia. Travel across millennia as you
visit the ruins of ancient Carthage and Tunis's opulent,
historic medina with ifs winding alleys and souks.
