The FI&m Railway is
only 12 miles long, but it is perhaps the most dramatic
train journey in Europe, climbing to 2845 feet above
sea level.

Day 4 - Sunday 1st August

Enjoy your morning at Alesund, Norway. The town of
Alesund was totally destroyed by fire in 1904 and has
been completely rebuilt in art nouveau style with
colourful buildings flanking the harbour. The town
itself has a cosmopolitan feel with many shops, bars
and café's.

Day 5 - Monday 2nd August

Arrive in Térshavn, Faroe Islands for an afternoon of
exploring the extremely beautiful landscapes.
Situated in the heart of the Gulf Stream in the North
Atlantic halfway between Scotland and Iceland, the
Faroe Islands are an almost unknown part of Europe.
