Join usin an Arctic adventure which fravels fo remote
regions along the dramatic coastline and the most
northerly part of Norway. The entire duration of this
four is spent above the Arctic Circle increasing your
chances of seeing the Aurora Borealis.

Since humankind first experienced the natural
phenomenon of the Aurora Borealis, we have been
spellbound by their exiraordinary beauty as they
shimmer against the inky backdrop of a starry night
sky. These celestial displays of greens, yellows and
reds that dance like a sheet blowing in the wind
have, over time, inspired artists and poets, aroused
myths and legends.

There is no befter way to experience the Northern
Lights than by sailing through the sheltered coastal
waters, on board a ship from the Hurtigruten fleet with
the Aurora Borealis set against a dark sky, free from
artificial light. As we glide through the Arcfic twilight,
we become at one with the peaceful atmosphere
that descends around us.

Clusters of houses glow like embers along the coast,
small towns become cosy refuges as we pull into
harbour fo welcome new passengers on board, and
snow-clad mountains reflect the polar light to bathe
Us in eerie shades.

Day 1 - Thursday 25th February 2010

You will be picked up from your home and transferred
to London Heathrow. From here you will fly to Tromsg,
Norways' Arctic capital where you join your cruise
ship fo begin the leisurely voyage north (p). The
journey begins at the same latitude as Siberia and
Alaska, where the influence of the Gulf Stream
creates the longest ice—free polar coast.

Day 2 & 3 - Friday 2éth & Saturday 27th February

Pass North Cape and sail on fo Kirkenes. A range of
optional excursions are available before sailing south
again (8,0). We keep our eyes to the skies as we pass
through the waters towards Honningsvag. From
Honningsvdg you may join an excursion to mainland
Europe’s most northerly point, North Cape. This is a
wild and windswept headland where the cliffs rise 300
metres from the sea and you can gaze out with
nothing but water between you and the frozen
wastes surrounding the North Pole. Sailing on, we
bare east and eventually reach the sheltered
harbour of Kirkenes, a mere 10km from the Russian
border. Kirkenes is a fascinating little town allowing a
tantalising glimpse into life in this remote region of
Norway. Why not try your hand at snowmobiling or
enjoy a taste of Sami life. The return journey from
Kirkenes hugs the coastline, so we revisit remote
setflements which rely on the Hurtigruten ships fo
maintain contact with the rest of Norway

Day 4 - Sunday 28th February
Arrive in Tromsg late evening, fransfer to your centrally
located hotel for an overnight stay (s, p).

Day 5 - Monday 1st March 2010
After breakfast check out of the hotel and transfer to
the airport for the flight back to the UK. (8) On arrival
at London Heathrow you will be met and transferred
back to your home.
