Travel to
Oudtshoorn, the ostrich capital of South Africa. Enjoy
a guided tour of one of the oldest working ostrich
farms in the area and, if you wish, go for aride on one
of these great birds. An outdoor barbecue lunch

Day 10 - Saturday 30th October

Cape Town. A panoramic tour of the beautiful
harbourside city of Cape Town celebrates its noted
architecture which fuses the fraditions of French,
German and Dutch influences. Enjoy a thriling ride
on a cable car as it whisks you to an alfitude of more
than 3,000 feet, landing atop the aptly named and
flat-topped Table Mountain. The views below of
Cape Town, Robben Island, and Lion’s Head will
leave you breathless.
