Day 1 - Saturday 8th May 2010

Day 2 - Sunday 9th May

Calvi, Corsica. Napoleon once said that he would
recognise his native island blindfolded because of
the wonderful perfume of the marquis. Approaching
by sea, it is the first thing you will experience about
Corsica. The second is the wild and mountainous
landscape. Nearby are secluded beaches and the
eerie Grottes des Veaux Marins, offering fantastic
diving opportunities.

Day 3 - Monday 10th May

Figari Beach, Corsica (Beach stop in the morning)
and Bonifacio, Corsica afternoon and over night.
Bonifacio’s almost land-locked harbour is one of the
most dramatic protected harbours, a bustling port
with excellent seafood restaurants, and a modern
maring.

Day 4 - Tuesday 11th May

Costa Smeralda, Sardinia. The Costa Smeralda
(Emerald Coast) is a beaufiful resort area by the Aga
Khan, and in direct confrast fo the surrounding
countryside.

Day 5 - Wednesday 12th May

Gigilo, Italy. This mountainous, volcanic island in the
Tyrrhenian Sea is on the west coast of Italy. Wine is
produced here along with a considerable amount of
offshore fishing. Medieval walls surround the
picturesque village.

Day 6 - Thursday 13th May

Lerici, Italy. It was in the Villa Magni near Lerici that
Percy Bysshe Shelley spent his last happy days before
sailing his small boat on ifs stormy fatal voyage on July
8, 1822. Lord Byron, another Lerici literary resident,
once swam across what is now called the “Golfo dei
Poeti.” The small fishing villages of San Terenzo, Tellaro
and Fiascherino and Montemarcello are similar fo the
more famous Cinque Terre.

Day 7 - Friday 14th May

St. Tropez, France. It is said the most spectacular way
fo approach the harbour of St. Tropez is by sea. St.
Tropez is a people-watcher’s paradise, so you will
want fo explore her famous beaches, bistros and
bars.

Day 8 - Saturday 15th May 2010

Arrive  morning in Monte Carlo, Monaco. After
disembarkation procedures you will be tfransferred
from the ship back to Nice airport for your flight home.
You will then be met at the airport and transferred to
your home.
